There was Veterinary assisting there was fire science,
aviation construction, culinary, medical; National Guard was there to visit with our
students. | was there for the first lunch which was mostly freshman, but kids were
everywhere talking to these Representatives. It was really encouraging to see them at such
a young age getting so excited about all the different areas.

Governing Board President, Stan Goligoski noted, there are some things in this good news
that | want to point out. When we get these there are some things that you may just read
across and others that | look at in depth, for instance the PHS variety show on February
23rd in the theater they did a tremendous job but what was apparent to me is that the
people that put this on were Taft Mangum, Josie Savoini and Joseph Sarti these are third
and fourth generation families where the kids are following in their families footsteps and
doing a tremendous job carrying on the tradition of being as involved as their families have
been, throughout this community. The PHS mock trial team took first, second and third
place. Krista Karman who you know was instrumental in the Prescott Unified Education
Foundation starting up and she's still involved, even though she's a judge and she can't be
part of a nonprofit she's still helping where she can. | think that's a pretty tremendous
deal.

They will be staying with host families in Zeitz,
Germany, attending daily classes in a Zeitz high school, giving presentations on life in
Prescott, and taking day trips to nearby cities to deepen their German language skills,
explore German culture, and serve as cultural ambassadors from the Prescott area.
Robert Ernst, German Teacher at PHS, Chris Predmore, PHS teacher, and Catherine
Gates, PHS teacher will serve as chaperons on this trip (Bradshaw HS Chaperone TBD).
Plane flights will be conducted through a local travel agency. The itinerary in Germany
is organized by our colleagues in Zeitz. The cost of the plane fare for students will be
subsidized by a donation from the Prescott-Zeitz Sister City organization, tax credit
funds, and funds raised by the German Club at PHS. Room, board, and travel in
Germany will be taken care of by the Sister City organization in Zeitz and by the Zeitz
host families.
